Born out of the work of friends from Canada, this exhibit explores 
the life and thought of Fr. Giussani by examining his conception of the "I" in relationship with 
the Other, while sharing witnesses and personal stories of those reached by his charism.

The clear perception of 
being wanted, of being desired, of having been wanted and loved, of being loved..., this is 
fundamental for our mental health. Everyone knows it, but no one thinks of the structure of 
the law found within that fact..."
